Humanitarian Project – Areas covered

 The project started on 15th of June by distributing rations to the staff in 
Sigiriyana Hotel By Thilanka.

 The distribution to the public started on 16th of June in Dambulla with the 
blessings of the head priest in Rangiri Dambulla cave temple.

 23rd of June we went to the famous Thirukkaseewam Kovil and Famous Madu
church prior to the distribution of rations in 05 locations in Mannar with the help 
of Hon. Member of parliment in Vanni district Mr. A. Adaikkalanathan.

 24th we travelled to Kandy after a successful project and to discuss about our 
future plans.

 We were privileged to start the distribution from an Orphanage where there 
are 42 children and run by a Buddhist priest with much difficulty.

Hakmana (හක්මණ).
